When creating new Activities or Tables in a WinSales SQL Server database you must have the security set up correctly to work with the SQL Server world.  In SQL Server Enterprise Manager check the LOG IN (in Security) properties and on the ROLES tab be sure that the LOG IN has a ROLE of SYSTEM ADMINISTRATOR if you want them to successfully be able to create new Activities and Tables in WinSales.

Another issues to consider when creating new Activities or Tables is who “owns” the new item.  The SQL Server LOG IN corresponding to the WinSales user logged into the WinSales Administrator when the Activity or Table is created is the "owner" of the table in SQL Server.  Most tables are owned by the DBO.  To have new Activities and Tables with DBO as the owner, log into WinSales Administrator to create new Activity or Table as a user that is a LOG IN that is set up as an alias for the SA account...

Once a table is created by a user and is "owned" by them it cannot be fixed in Enterprise Manager to change the ownership (the only workaround is to rename the table in Enterprise Manager, create a new table while logged in as SA/DBO user, then copy the content of the new table over and deleting the old one)...   Keep in mind WinSales doesn’t care who owns the table in SQL Server.
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
