Question: How do I add a new database name to the Connect To Database list when I start WinSales?

Solution: When implementing WinSales on a new client machine you install the WinSales software first which installs the WinSales program and the demo database on the local machine. If you are an existing WinSales customer you will then want to log into your database. 
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When you start WinSales the Connect To Database window appears with the Training database as the default database to log into. To log into the Training database simply click the OK button with the User Name of Evaluation User and no password.
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To log into your database highlight the displayed database name (Basic Selling System Training in the example) and type in a new name (this does not have to match the database file name!). Enter a User Name and Password that will allow you to log into your database. When you entered the new database name and tabbed/clicked to the User Name WinSales recognizes that it does not know about the new database name and the Add Name To List check box appears below the Password. To add this new name to the Connect To Database dropdown list for future use check the Add Name To List box. Select the database type of Access Database or SQL Server Database and click the OK button.

Microsoft Access Databases: The Connect to WinSales window opens and you navigate to the location of your WinSales database file. For WinSales customers working with multiple users and machines the database is usually on a network server. Change the Look In location by clicking the down arrow and use Network Neighborhood to navigate to the location of the WSD file. Select your WSD file and click the OPEN button to log in. The next time WinSales is started on this machine the new database name will be the default and users enter their User Name and Password and click OK to log in.
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Microsoft SQL Server Database: The Connect to SQL Database window opens and prompts for the SQL Server name and the name of the database in SQL Server. Enter that information and click OK and as long as the user logging in is a valid SQL Server Log In with access granted to the database you should connect successfully.
